This homemade weed wiper is a very effective tool for applying a post emergence™ weed killer to individual
weeds without bending over or using a sprayer, which can result in drift damage to non-target plants. This handy device

is made from a “grabber tool” used to grab objects that are out of reach.

I. Cut a small sponge in half, and attach the two pieces 2. Saturate both pieces of sponge with the weed killer
and a metal plate to the pinchers with a nut, bolt and a solution.
