 Descriptive Case Study Program: Research Paper 
To research and develop a Case Study Program Research Paper on your assigned area of Urban Horticulture and a specific program representing said area, using “An Educational Vegetable Garden at Texas A&M Children’s Center” as a template for this case study. 
The DCSP Paper will be submitted in printed format on letter-sized paper from an acceptable quality printer single-spaced, one sided, with margins of 1.25; Font: Times New Roman, 12 pt; 15page mininum-20 page maximum excluding Appendices AND in Electronic “Microsoft Word Format” on a rewriteable CD (RWCD).
The DCSP Research Paper can and should include, in addition to text, diagrams, photos, and pictures to help illustrate the program, activities, advertisements, etc.  
“Style” refers to grammar, spelling, use of appropriate vocabulary, and overall writing quality throughout the paper.  
“Substance” refers to the thoroughness of preparation for the case study, appropriate use of facts and data, critical analysis of topic and detailed development of topic.

Literature Citations: when you site relevant sources from the Web, remember to have

your link address to the specific document you want to cite rather than to the site’s home page.
Closely examine “An Educational Vegetable Garden at Texas A&M Children’s Center” Case Study for specific examples.
