Small Evergreen Trees and Large 

Evergreen Shrubs II 



Juniperus chinensis 

Chinese Juniper 

ÅNeedle or scale-like evergreen shrubs or 

trees; extremely variable growth habits 

ï2ô procumbent shrub to 40ôpyramidal tree 

ïLight to medium green to blue-green foliage 

ïVariegated cultivars, spreading to erect 



 Juniperus chinensis 

Chinese Juniper 

ÅTolerates nearly any conditions 

except prolonged wet soils or 

shade; adapted to z.4 (3) - 11 

ïPhomopsis blight, bagworms  and 

spider mites can be problems  

ïLongevity is cultivar dependent 

ÅValuable shrub for diversity    

of sites / uses, but often over 

planted or improperly sited 

ïPollen can induce allergic 

reactions in some people 



Platycladus orientalis 

Oriental Arborvitae  
ÅEvergreen oval to pyramidal large shrub / small tree 

ïLight/medium green becomes slightly yellow-green in winter 

ÅExtremely site adaptable, full sun to part shade, 

medium to dry, acid to alkaline soils, salt tolerant 

ÅPoor drainage intolerant; may split in snow/ice loads
